Club
membership is open to youth ages 6-18. Membership begins on September 6 and ends
on the last day of school for Shelton. Membership registration is exclusively online at
www.BGC-LNV.com; however, van registration must be done in person at the Shelton
Clubhouse.

6&7 year olds may attend 2-6 pm Monday-Friday and 10 am — 4 pm on Saturday
(October-April). Cost is $160 per month. Homework assistance, crafts, sports, and
special events are available each week.

8&9 year olds may attend 2-6 pm Monday-Friday and 10 am — 4 pm on Saturday
(October-April). Cost is $100 per year. Boys and girls have access to our Gamesroom,
computer room, homework assistance, arts and crafts, drama, football, nutrition, chess,
table tennis, crocheting, drug and alcohol prevention, and special events.

10-12 year olds may attend 2-8 pm Monday-Friday and 10 am — 4 pm on Saturday
(October-April). Cost is $100 per year. Boys and girls have access to our Gamesroom,
computer room, homework assistance, arts and crafts, drama, football, nutrition, chess,
table tennis, crocheting, drug and alcohol prevention, special events, Torch Club, and
educational programs.

13-18 year olds may attend 2-9 pm Monday-Friday. Cost is $50 per year. Our teens
have their own Gamesroom and lounge, complete with Internet-enabled computers and
printers for homework and social use, televisions, video games, couches, and table
tennis. Teens may participate in drama, football, nutrition, chess, table tennis,
crocheting, drugs and alcohol prevention, Keystone Club, and special events.

TGIF is for Middle School students every Friday from 6-9 pm (October-March). Cost is
$10 per year even if you're already a Club member.

Saturday only enroliment is $25 per year and is open to 6-12 year olds (October-April).

Van transportation is available to Shelton Intermediate, Shelton High, St. Joseph’s, and
all Derby and Seymour public schools. Cost is $30 per month; first two months must be
prepaid. Shelton elementary public schools are transported by Shelton school bus and
there is no fee. Van registration must be done in person at the Shelton Clubhouse.
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Elizabeth Shelton School/Booth Hill/Mohegan schools may participate in our before and
after school programs held at Elizabeth Shelton School. Transportation to and from
Booth Hill and Mohegan schools are provided by Shelton school bus. Hours are 7-8:45
am and 3:30-6 pm Monday-Friday. Cost for the morning program is $125/$100 for
siblings. Cost for the afternoon program is $140/$110 for siblings. Cost for both morning
and afternoon sessions is $225/$200 siblings.

The ESS/Booth Hill/Mohegan program is open on regularly scheduled half days but
closed when the school building is closed (school vacations, snow days, or unscheduled
early dismissals). When the program at ESS is closed, members may attend the Shelton
Clubhouse. Members may also attend the Shelton Clubhouse on Saturdays (October-
April).

Perry Hill School also will feature a before and after school program run by our Boys &
Girls Club this year. Hours are 7-8:10 am and 2:55-6 pm Monday-Friday. Cost for the
morning program is $125/$100 for siblings. Cost for the afternoon program is $140/$110
for siblings. Cost for both morning and afternoon sessions is $225/$200 siblings.

The Perry Hill program is open on regularly scheduled half days but closed when the
school building is closed (school vacations, snow days, or unscheduled early
dismissals). When the program at Perry Hill is closed, members may attend the Shelton
Clubhouse. Members may also attend the Shelton Clubhouse on Saturdays (October-
April).

Our Shelton Clubhouse is open on snow days, depending on the severity of the storm.
Hours are usually 10 am — 6 pm, but parents should call the Clubhouse at 203-924-9329
or check our website and News Channel 8. ESS/Booth Hill/Mohegan School and Perry
Hill School program members are welcome at the Shelton Clubhouse on snow days.
